Elly writes,

Greetings from Sudan. We have arrived safely. Currently we are camping in tents on a
mountain ridge five hours (by foot) from our village. We stopped here to practice the language with
some of the Didinga people who have had some Western interaction already. We are learning the
culture and customs so as not to offend when we arrive in Makiria. The Makiria area is very much
uncharted waters. In some ways this will make it very difficult - both cultures so foreign, trying to
figure the other out. But in other ways it is an amazing opportunity, perfectly fit to introduce the
gospel in it's pure, untainted truth. Since the Didinga in Makiria have no previous concept/
knowledge of Christianity, we have a great responsibility to present an accurate portrayal of Christ

and his teachings. Please pray for wisdom on how to do this.

The last few days have been spent learning the Didinga language. We have had some
children come and teach us the greetings and simple phrases like "What is this?" "What is your
name?" "My name is...." Then we go out in the community and practice. We have been invited in
many tukels (huts). In three days we will pack up and make the five hour hike. Our village is on the
ridge of the next mountain, so we must go down this mountain and up the next - higher than we are

now. It will be a challenge. (The mountains are beautiful, by the way.)

Unfortunately, it looks like we will be "camping" for a while longer once we get there be-
cause most of our set-up supplies have been stolen - we were told by someone who hiked
Everything can be replaced in Nairobi - bedding, pots and pans, dishes, buckets, lanterns,
etc., but we are not scheduled for a flight until January. When we get to our village we will evalu-
ate the extent of the theft, and if our food supply was also taken we will have to order a plane for a

David writes,

I am amazed to realize that the team has
only been in Makiria 11 weeks. Already they are
learning the language and learning to live with new
realities, such as doing laundry at the stream and
hauling water back to the house. More importantly,
they have begun building deep relationships with
their “home stay” families and neighbors. Life can
be surprisingly busy here. The unexpected happens
daily, whether it is multiple visits from neighbors,
or someone who needs basic medical help. The day
seems to race by.

Here, as elsewhere, busyness can be the
biggest enemy to the work we really need to ac-
complish. In time, we do hope to establish a small
clinic, teach Bible and other subjects at the local,
small school, and initiate other “ministries” in the
| community. But, are those our true “work?” No,
the true work we have before us is a spiritual chal-
lenge, the changing of hearts by the Spirit of God.
That work is a God-sized work, one that we our-
selves could never accomplish. So how, then, can it
possibly happen?

As team leader, I have felt impressed over
these last few weeks to teach the team about
“waiting on God” and encourage all of us to make
waiting on God our highest priority.

Since my last newsletter John
and I have gone back down to
Ndengereko land to do a fol-
low up on three possible vil-
lages that we were considering
as possible team sites. I thank
you for your prayer and God
for His guidance, as it became
abundantly clear where He
wants us to put our first team.

The first village we looked at,
Utete, would have had trouble
supporting a team and we felt
like it was too isolated in a
church planting movement.
The second village, Ruaruke,
had so much of what we were
looking for. First of all it is

located in the heart of
Ndengereko land and boasts a
sizable six thousand people. It
sits on an intersection of roads
that will make it strategic for
the spreading of the Gospel
along natural transportation
routes. It also has a pretty
good infrastructure to accom-
modate the team. There is a
decent sized market in the
village, a well with a pump to
different taps throughout the
community, cement block
housing that we can fix up, and
a good hospital an hour up the
road.

As a final confermation, due to
a graduation ceremony, all the
local big wigs were in town the

day we were there. Because of
this we were able to hold an
impromptu meeting which
ended with them telling us that
they needed to be our number
one choice.

You would think that all the
villages would at least be inter-
ested in hearing what we were
about but in the last prospective
village, Bungu, it was hard to
get anyone to even talk to us.
Many people just ignored us
and walked or ran away. For
this and many other reasons the
last village did not compare to
Ruaruke.

Last spring, I vis-
ited one of the Muslim ladies
from our Teas whom I
had been wanting to build a
friendship with. 1
was determined to stay long
enough to get past the "small
talk" and be able to share life
concerns together as moms of
young daughters. I felt like
this was what God was telling
me to do. Eventually she told
me how they were wanting
another child, but just had not
been able to conceive
yet. She had only one child at
the time who was five years
old. I took the opportunity to
ask her if I could pray with her
for God to give her another
child. I was excited because I
knew God was telling me to
pray for her. So, (after a dis-
cussion as to whether she
would mind if I prayed in
Jesus' Name, which she said
she did mind) I prayed confi-
dently "In Your Name" that
God would bless them with
another child and that he/ she
would grow up loving God.

Tips for Bush I..iving from Cooking in the Bush by Virginia T

The good news is that with time, practice & lots of creativity we can eat pizza, brownies, cinnamon rolls - al-
most anything! - in the bush. (Ok, ice cream is a bit of a problem, but then some sacrifices have to be made!)

My first piece of advice is get a couple of good
cookbooks. With a few exceptions, the older the
better. Cookbooks calling for cake mixes or other
packaged products aren't the most helpful - at least
early on. It doesn't take long to realize that much of
what we call "cooking from scratch" in the west is
really only 1 step removed from prepackaged
meals. My favorites are: More with Less - this cook-
book has many meatless recipes & uses for lentils
& beans etc.

The Joy of Cooking has been an invaluable re-
source for learning about origins & descriptions of
foods & ingredients (offering ideas for substitu-
tions), cuts of meat (including step-by-step direc-
tions on how to cut up & degut a chicken!)

Lastly, an old Betty Crocker cookbook had the
recipes for familiar foods from my childhood. Each
